What is the Chipper Program?  

The Chipper Program is a free fuel re-

duction program being implemented to

from wildfire. San Mateo County Fire 

Safe will be providing a wood chipper, 

which is used to chip vegetation re-

moved by homeowners. The chipper is 

utilized by helping residents create a de-

fensible space around their homes.  

 

How can I participate?  

All we ask is that you stack your materi-

als along the roadside (following the 

guidelines).  Your neighborhood will be 

assigned a designated day when the 

chipping will take place.  

 

Who will do the chipping?  

The chipping is conducted by the San 

Mateo County using private chipping 

contracts. .
